‘Eucharistic’ time in which, welcoming the
love of Jesus, we learn to spread it around
us with every word and deed.
Contemplating “Him whom they have
pierced” moves us in this way to open our
hearts to others, recognizing the wounds
inflicted upon the dignity of the human
person; it moves us, in particular, to fight
every form of contempt for life and human
exploitation and to alleviate the tragedies of
loneliness and abandonment of so many
people. May Lent be for every Christian a
renewed experience of God’s love given to
us in Christ, a love that each day we, in
turn, must ‘regive’ to our neighbor,
especially to the one who suffers most and
is in need. Only in this way will we be able
to participate fully in the joy of

La primera lectura es un relato del encuentro de Moisés con el verdadero Dios, el
Dios de sus Padres. El Dios que se revela como lleno de carifio y misericordia por
los sufrientes y oprimidos. El Dios que quiere liberar a su pueblo.

El carifio y la misericordia de Dios estan siempre presentes; el compromiso de
Dios por la liberacién de los oprimidos estd siempre presente. Cuaresma es el
tiempo de la experiencia de la misericordia y liberacion de Dios.

En la segunda lectura, Pablo nos recuerda que el carifio y la misericordia de Dios
tienen una contrapartida: la indiferencia y el egoismo de los hombres. Aun
muchos de aquellos que habian sido liberados de Egipto por Dios, poco después
se desviaron y olvidaron a Dios y sus caminos de misericordia.

El Evangelio de hoy trata de la misericordia de Dios en su dimension de paciencia.
Cristo llama a la conversion, nos urge a la conversion, porque sabe muy bien que
la conversion coincide con nuestra verdadera liberacion, humanizacion y
felicidad.

La profunda preocupacion de Jesus con la gente indiferente a mejorar y
convertirse, se pone de relieve en la primera parte de este Evangelio. Con todo,
Jests es extremadamente paciente con las conversiones retrasadas y poco
probables. Espera una y otra vez, afio tras aio, como lo muestra la parabola de la
higuera. Aqui Dios esté dispuesto a ofrecer su gracia y continta trabajando en las
personas, cuando muestran algun signo de buena voluntad.
